Round 2 Vs Old Camberwell Grammar

Beaumaris were up against Old Camberwell Grammar in Round 2 – a team which finished 7th last season with 8 wins and 4 draws although 6 of those wins & 3 of those draws were at home. It was great to see a nice pitch on a sunny warm day which would allow for a good game of football. One change was made for Beaumaris with Travis Chalk-Hatton coming in for the injured Tom Hogan who scored twice last week against the Sparrows.
Old Camberwell dominated the first 20 minutes of the match as they took control of the midfield and were relentless with their pressure on the ball. As a result Beaumaris were pinned in their half during this period and did well not to concede any goals as the defence stood firm. However 2 goals were disallowed, one for a push in the area before the Old Camberwell player put the ball in the net and the other for offside. Early in the 1st half an Old Camberwell player went over in an innocuous manner and dislocated his shoulder. He was substituted as a result and was treated on the sidelines whilst waiting for the ambulance to arrive. Beauy finally started to work their way back into the game with Jono, Gibbo and Marcus getting more involved. Marcus in particular was making some good penetrating runs down the right wing. Late in the half Beaumaris were very unlucky not to take the lead with a header from Ammar beating the keeper but being cleared off the line by a defender with the resulting rebound being thumped towards the top left hand corner by Travis but was brilliantly saved by the Old Camberwell keeper. 0-0 at half time with both teams having chances in an even affair.
It took an extra 15 minutes for the 2nd half to resume due to the player with the dislocated shoulder being treated close to the pitch and waiting for him to be moved to the waiting ambulance. The first period of the 2nd half was a close contest once again with both sides trying to find the vital opening goal. Beaumaris had two more great chances to go ahead with Marcus missing a one on one chance and Jono missing from close range when he was brilliantly set up by Gibbo. As it so often happens Old Camberwell made Beaumaris pay scoring the vital goal 20 minutes into the half from a long throw in with an unmarked player scoring at the back post. Barely 2 minutes later Old Camberwell had their second after they broke down the left wing and a low cross was finished by one of their players. From here Old Camberwell had their heads up and it was going to be tough for Beauy to get back into it. 3 subs were made late on with Ross coming on Travis, Giacomo coming on for Travis and Wayne on for Ammar to try and change the momentum. However, as Beaumaris were pushing forward to get a goal back Old Camberwell scored the 3rd and final goal to complete a 3-0 victory at home. Despite the loss Beaumaris still have more points than at this stage last season and look forward to the big derby against Sandringham at home.
