Round 3 Vs Sandringham

Beaumaris were up against Sandringham City for the first time ever in a seniors league match in Round 3 with the match built up as a big derby despite the first ever meeting. It was seen as a ‘derby’ mainly due to both teams being two of the stronger teams in the Bayside area and Beaumaris’ president keen to show Sandy how far Beaumaris had come! It was always going to be interesting as Sandy had dropped from State League 3 S/E where they have been competing for the last few years before relegation last season and Beaumaris on the way up after being promoted the previous two seasons. The conditions were good with the Beaumaris Reserve pitch in decent enough condition although there was some rain during the first half although it didn’t seem to affect play. For Beaumaris Wayne started in place of Ammar; Ross and Tom were back in the starting XI whilst Michael and Nick started on the bench. 
Considering the build up and how much was on the line for both clubs the match failed to live up to expectations. The pressure from both sides was there, however only half chances were created in the first 20 minutes or so which Sandy had the slightly better of in an even contest. Early on Marcus injured his ankle and was replaced by Michael.  The one good chance Sandy had was well saved by Tyler swatting away a shot at the near post one handed! Beaumaris then stepped up a gear and as a result created 3 excellent chances before the half time break in a dominant 10 minute period. At least one of these chances, if not 2 should have been taken. The first one fell to Ross who hit his volley against the keeper from close range, the 2nd was a one on one chance from Gibbo who had his shot blocked and the 3rd one was arguably the best chance when Michael had a lot of time and space but once again struck his low shot into the keeper. 0-0 at the half time break although Beauy should have been leading.
The 2nd half was a battle of attrition. Both sides worked hard but it looked destined to be a 0-0 draw as neither side created any clear cut opportunities for most of the half. However towards the end of the match both sides had a great chance each to win the game. Captain Ross Iles had Beauy’s best chance of the half when a low cross was delivered from the left and he struck the ball just as he had intended clipping it on the turn, however to his amazement (and everyone watching) the ball agonisingly hit the back post with the rebound falling to a Sandy defender rather than Travis who was waiting for the rebound! Sandy’s best chance fell to their captain who was their main threat throughout the match. A ball was crossed into him and he connected well with a header, however the in form Tyler saved well again. In the end both sides would have to be content with a point – it was only Beaumaris’ 6th draw in their last 47 games so it was a rare result. Beauy are up against Mooroolbark this week and will be looking for a good away result to set up their season.
