Round 5 Vs Old Scotch

Beaumaris were back at home in Round 5 and looking to bounce back after a disappointing performance against Mooroolbark in the previous round. Assistant coach John Pappas was in charge of the team due to Coach Bob Shields being away. Changes to the team were once again required as both Wayne and Julian were out due to injury with Danny coming in for his first seniors game of the season whilst Tom Cannon & Giacomo were back in the starting XI both starting in midfield.
The conditions were once again good with the sun shining although the pitch was slightly scuffed up due to the reserves game. Despite the poor performance last week the team were very positive due to the excellent home record at Beaumaris Reserve and knowing a win would mean Beaumaris would only be 2 points away from the top of the table Old Scotch. With this positivity Beauy got off to a good start with the intensity and pressure on the Old Scotch players being apparent. The Beaumaris defence was largely untroubled as the pressure up field was at a good level and when the ball did make its way down to the backline the defence quickly snuffed out any danger. Captain Ross Iles was leading by example winning everything which came his way and Danny looked very composed at the back along with Ammar. Midfielders Tom, Gibbo & Giacomo all enjoyed plenty of the ball, however chances were limited as Old Scotch showed why they were top of the table also looking solid at the back. Beauy did not have any clear cut chances in the half and Old Scotch had their first reasonable chance just before the break with their player shooting narrowly wide. 0-0 at the break in a tight match.
Beauy came out determined to score the all important goal in the early stages of the 2nd half, however they were denied by the Old Scotch keeper who was in great form. One double save particularly stands out as Jono was desperately unlucky not to score with his header glanced perfectly towards the bottom left hand corner with the keeper diving full stretch to save with his fingertips with the resulting shot also being blocked. Jono was proving to be a handful for the Old Scotch defence with his physical presence being felt. Michael then had a great chance to score but headed directly at the Old Scotch keeper. Beaumaris were dominant at this stage and once again looked comfortable at the back. It was a shock to everyone at the ground that Old Scotch managed to score first completely against the run of play in a quick counter attack move. It was a cruel blow to Beauy, however they were determined to get the equaliser and continued to push forward after the goal. However, Old Scotch scored a decisive 2nd goal shortly afterwards as a ball was chipped over the defence with one of the Beaumaris defenders keeping the Old Scotch players onside and as a result they managed to score from a tight angle. 

A 3rd goal was scored late in the game after a miskick from the keeper allowed the Old Scotch striker to gather the ball, run in and put the ball away. This completed a miserable afternoon for Beaumaris somehow going down 0-3 after controlling the game throughout. It makes next week’s game against Doveton even more important now with Beaumaris desperately needing all 3 points.
