Round 6 Vs Doveton

Beaumaris SC travelled to Doveton for the extremely important Round 6 clash hoping to get the season back on track. Once again assistant coach John Pappas was in charge of the team and he made one change with centre back Jules slotting back into the team and Tom Cannon starting this one on the bench. The conditions were quite average with the Doveton pitch being one of the more bumpier pitches the team have played on this season although the weather conditions were at least good for football.
The first 10 minutes of the first half were fairly even with both teams settling into a routine – Beauy were attempting to play short passes through midfield whilst Doveton were predominantly looking for the long ball over the top of Beauy’s defence. Despite a fairly even opening the Doves managed to close down the Beaumaris midfielders through excellent pressure and as a result were well on top during a 15-20 minute period. During this period Doveton scored with a dubious looking goal as the Doveton striker appeared to be offside after a long ball was played, however the linesman lifted her flag up initially and then very quickly reversed her decision as the Doveton player went on to score. Beauy did have one good chance to score, however Ross’ shot was well saved at the front post by the opposition keeper. Shortly afterwards the Doves could have easily had a 2nd however this time around Tyler was very quickly off his line and brilliantly saved with his body when one on one with the opposition striker. 

Beaumaris were under immense pressure as Doveton were looking for the potential killer second goal but could not get it during this period. Another low shot was also well saved at his front post by Tyler during Doveton’s dominance. After seeing out the onslaught Beaumaris steadied in the remaining few minutes of the 2nd half and started to get their game plan back on track. The half time result was 1-0 to Doveton with Beauy’s coach for the day John not impressed with the effort in the 1st half. 

He demanded more effort and he certainly would have been pleased with what he saw in the 2nd half. One change was made at half time with Travis coming on for James H. The Beaumaris team came out more focused and reversed the situation applying immense pressure to the Doveton players all over the field. As a result Beauy’s key midfielders Gibbo, Ross and Giacomo took control of the game. Jono was also proving to be a handful up front for Doveton whilst the Beauy defence also lifted their game. 5 minutes into the half debutant Blake was subbed on for Michael with Giacomo going into the left back position. Travis had a big impact on the game proving to be dangerous with his silky skills. It was he who scored Beaumaris’ equaliser after an excellent switch from Gibbo found him through on goal and Travis scored with a powerful low shot. 

At 1-1 Beaumaris had the momentum although Doveton did threaten on the odd counter attack or set piece but did not have any real clear chances in the 2nd half. Travis had another chance to score but this time his shot was well saved by the keeper and shortly afterwards Jono had a great chance to score from close range however his shot thumped against the crossbar with the keeper beaten. Beauy then made their final substitution with Tom coming on for Jules. Beaumaris certainly ran the game out strongly and could have easily scored a winner, however overall a draw was probably a fair result. There were some positives to be gained from the match – Beauy’s excellent comeback and their first goal in 5 matches! Next week Beaumaris will look to build on this momentum in the long journey to Warragul in Round 7.
