BACKGROUND

Beaumaris Soccer Club memberships are offered on a ‘first come, first served’ basis.  Players 

are invited to pre-register for the 2012 season at  www.beaumarissc.com.au ; this requires a $50 non-refundable deposit, will be offset against 2012 season fees.   

BSC has a “Player Ability Assessment (PAA) and Team Formation” policy, the objective of which is to form teams from u10 upwards based on grouping like-ability players (stronger players in A/Kangaroo teams; developing players in B/C/Wallaby/Joey teams). In younger age groups, friendship groups are the key determinants of team formation.  

The objective of A/Kangaroo Team Try-Outs is to determine which players could or will (subject to player completing the pre/registration process) play in BSC’s A/Kangaroo teams in these Age Groups in 2012. Players will be assessed against the four skill groups outlined in the “Player Ability Assessment (PAA) and Team Formation” policy www.beaumarissc.com.au.

Players not attending these will be asked to attend Open Trials on 26 Feb & 4 Mar at Mentone Primary School, to have their PAAs updated or created.

The intention is to understand ability of all junior players u10s and up, to announce draft teams around Fri 16th March.  

TRY-OUTS GUIDELINES

· Try-Outs open to all current and prospective members, both boys and girls.  

· 3 dates will be offered during 6-23Feb for A Team Try Outs per Age Group; players must attend at least 2 to be considered for an A/Kangaroo team

· Players not participating in these A/Kangaroo Try-Outs will not be eligible to play in an A/Kangaroo team in 2012.

· Players to attend Try Out according to the Age Group they played with in 2011.  For example, someone playing in u10’s in 2011 should attend the u11’s Try Out in 2012 (even if they are playing up/down an age group).   Players will be placed with a like-ability team, which in some cases may be a different level to their age group.

· PAAs will be assessed by a team of around 6 coaches, lead by Rob G.  This will ensure consistent assessments both within and across Age Groups.

· Age Group Coordinators to attend relevant try out sessions to his/her Age Group.  At end of the 3 try out sessions for each Age Group, AGC to work with Rob G and the assessors to update/create PAAs for each player.
