– MEMBERSHIP CAP & MEMBERSHIP PRIORITY POLICY   


2012 Membership Places Cap 

Beaumaris Soccer Club’s (BSC) members will be aware of the limited ground space available to the club, compared to our number of members.  This placed repeated limitations on training opportunities during 2011.  While the Club will continue to work with Bayside Council to secure more ground space to cater for increasing membership, there does not appear to be any increased ground space available to the Club in 2012.

To ensure registered members have sufficient ground space access for training and match days, BSC must introduce a cap to our 2012 membership numbers.  This is a difficult step for the Committee to take, however it is essential to ensure sufficient training and match day ground space for registered members.  

The maximum number of memberships places offered in 2012 will be 610, allocated to approximately 520 Junior (60 Goalkick and 460 u7s to u18s) and 90 Senior places.  This total membership and distribution reflects 2011’s membership base.

2012 Membership Priority Criteria

As a result of some outstanding results in all facets of our club, BSC is currently experiencing a high volume of inquiries regarding joining the club in 2012.  On the assumption that 2012 membership places will be oversubscribed, BSC will adopt the following criteria for prioritizing membership offers.  

1. The Club recognizes the importance of its existing members.  Thus, first membership priority will be given to 2011 members who complete the 2012 pre-registration process.  

The pre-registration process will be run in November 2011.  Pre-registration guarantees applicants membership in the 2012 season.  Members who complete this process, which includes paying a non-refundable deposit towards fees, will be guaranteed membership in the 2012 season.  

Note pre-registration is the only time when 2011 members will be given preference for 2012 season.  2011 members who do not complete pre-registration will be treated equally to new applications.  

2. As a community club, BSC relies on the volunteers to play many significant roles in the Club and thus help to keep registration fees to a minimum.  Second membership priority will be given to players (or their parent(s)) who commit to a significant volunteer role (eg team manager or team coach, or above-team role such as Committee member or other coordinator, assistant etc across the Club) in 2012, or have made a significant volunteer contribution in the 2011 season. Unfilled volunteer positions are advertised on the Club’s website.  Pre-registration will also be made available to these new or returning members.
3. After pre-registration has closed, any remaining membership places will be offered to applicants on a first come, first served basis when registration opens.

It is at the BSC Committee’s discretion to offer up to 5% of these membership places to disadvantaged players (eg physical, financial or social disadvantage) in the community.

The Committee will review the Membership Preference Criteria during the 2012 season and make revisions, if appropriate, for future years.
2012 Registration Process

Dates for BSC Registration are being developed by the Registrar. These are partly dependent on FFV finalizing its registration process dates.  Dates will be communicated to BSC members via email and website as soon as known.

It is expected that pre-registration will commence early November and close late November 2011.  Registration will commence from late January 2012.  

Registration will be on-line.  Membership fees will be payable at the Club, on a Gala Day, likely to be held in late March 2012.

Matches in FFV 2012 Junior league season will commence Sat 14th April 2012.  Men’s State League matches will commence Sat 31st March 2012.
