Goalkick / Optus Small Sided Football (SSF) Introduction

The Goalkick / SSF Introduction program is an excellent way to introduce your son or daughter aged 5 – 7 (4 years old if turning 5 during the season) to the game of soccer.  Having FUN will be the main focus in developing your child’s basic soccer skills and knowledge of the game.
